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Additional Management 

Strategies for Parasite 

Control:  

1. Isolate new horses until parasite load 
is known and under control. 

2. Keep foals and weanlings away from 
yearlings to reduce exposure to    
ascarids and other parasites. 

3. Regularly pick manure off of the    
pasture. 

4. Keep the number of horses per acre 
to a minimum to prevent overgrazing 
and pasture contamination with    
parasite eggs and larvae. 

5. Do not spread manure on fields that 
are to be grazed. Instead, compost it 
in a location away from the pasture. 

6. Do not harrow the pastures as doing 
so drags infective larvae into grazing 
areas. 

7. Use a feeder for hay and grain rather 
than feeding on the ground. 

8. Remove bot eggs regularly from the 
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9. Utilize rotational grazing with other 
species to reduce parasite burden on 
the pastures.
